Girl Scout Sunday and Girl Scout Sabbath gives girls an opportunity to attend their place of worship and be recognized as Girl Scouts. If a place of worship is the group sponsor, girls may perform a service, such as greeting, ushering, or doing a flag ceremony.  These days can also be a time when girls explore other faiths of Girl Scouts and Girl Guides around the world. Suggested Service Activities for Girl Scout Week

All Girl Scouts, volunteers, and alumnae are encouraged to participate in Girl Scout week. Participants can complete a community service or action project of their choice as an individual or with a group. It doesn’t matter how large or small your project is- all that matters is you are taking action! By doing this, participants can make our Girl Scout mission- Girl Scouting builds girls of courage, confidence, and character who make the world a better place- seen in visible ways in our communities.

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Girl Scouts can demonstrate leadership by making the world a better place for the youth, the underserved, the environment, sheltered animals, and the elderly in their communities.

Here are a few suggested activities:

Youth

· Get moving- Start a mother-daughter; father-daughter walking club.

· Create a children’s book drive for an agency that helps youngsters.

· Teach your peers about the impact of bullying.

· Advocate for healthier meals at your school.

· Organize a children’s story time at your local library.

· Collect school supplies and hold a fun event for the local children’s home. 

Underserved

· Find out what local food pantries are in need of and then organize a drive to collect those items.

· Collect new or gently used blankets for the needy.

· Organize volunteers to serve meals at a homeless shelter.
Environment

· Organize a community education around reducing, reusing, and recycling.

· Create a map for a local library that shows the domestic and international migratory path of birds in your area.

· Lead a nature exploration of your neighborhood’s local flora and flauna.

· Plant flowers at a nursing home, children’s playground, or hospital garden.

Animals

· Have a pet food drive.
· Organize a group of people and make pet toys and blankets. 

· Have a bake sale or set up lemonade stands to raise money for local shelter.
Elderly

· Deliver meals to the homebound elderly.
· “Adopt” an elderly neighbor as a grandparent and visit him or her.

· Organize fun events for residents at a nursing home such as game nights, craft afternoons, or special holiday visits.

· Start a library book service that provides books for homebound elderly shut-ins.
